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Introduction:
· Review what was learned in the previous lesson.

· What did people notice?

· How do they feel their observations might influence their future actions?

Discussion Questions:

· Who has the power in your school?

· If everyone lined up by their perceived power where would you put yourself on that “power line”?

· How do you see the issue of power played out at school?

· Before the team building activities, how do you think the team viewed Franklin?  How do you think their thoughts changed after Franklin successfully helped the team solve the challenge?

Notice:

· What would it be like for you to be on a team with people from other groups from BK?

· What would you have to do in order to feel you had power?

· What would you do if you “knew” you had a lot of power and influence in your school?

· When you have ideas do you speak up or do you tend to let others take the lead?  Why?

Choose:

· We all have power.  What one way will you Be the Change and use your power to help someone or make a positive difference at home or at school?

· What are 3 positive ways will you choose to use your power today?

Act:

Home Play

· Use your personal power and commitment to Be the Change and perform at least 3 intentional positive acts of change that empower others or help them feel good about themselves.

· Write down your experiences and what you noticed and felt in the process.

· Come back to class ready to discuss anything you learned or noticed.
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
